The text is based on the analysis of the regional context with regard to energy production plants derived from renewable sources (RES) and provides planning and design guidelines for the prevention and mitigation of impacts on the landscape. This objective is not framed in a logic of simple compatibility (just to avoid the impact on the landscape), but on the contrary it wants to propose a design logic, in tune with both the principles of planning of RES at regional level and the transformation processes under way. In this sense the guidelines aim to target interventions at two levels: at the level of planning the development of RES (the territorial and urban scale) and at the level of individual settlements. The first level is developed with reference to the regional energy policy and the regional landscape protection plan; the second level is developed in order to mitigate the landscape impact of wind farms and photovoltaic plants. To this end the methodology adopted is based on a double perspective: from the territory to the individual settlement and viceversa.
